1. Cpl. Ussery began by handing out a Neighborhood Watch Informational flyer and a Quarterly Public Safety Report.
2. What the watch is:  neighbors communicating with each other and the Sheriff’s Office, being a good witness, maintaining alertness & trust
3. What the watch is not:  tattling on other neighbors, taking personal risk
4. Nextdoor.com is recommended for our communication
5. Ways to stay safe:
a. Keep home lit with motion sensor lights
b. Do not leave car running with keys in it, even in garage
c. Do not leave valuables in car
d. When someone knocks, respond even if you don’t open door – report suspicious individuals
e. Home security systems are great if you can afford them, if not, take other creative precautions:
i. Place large used looking work boots at door
ii. Get used dog toys & bowls
f. If you are comfortable with a fire arm take CCW class
g. If you use some other method of defense, try it out when you first buy it…get to know your purchase
h. Alert Sheriff’s office while you will be away for an extended period
i. Keep your identity safe:
i. Take important mail to public mail boxes
ii. Sign up for Credit Karma
iii. Shred papers with personal information
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]911 is not only for emergencies!  Call any time and just alert responding individual that your call is not an emergency.  Report any suspicious activity…mail tampering, unusual activity, unusual individuals etc.
